Summary of the Project:

The project “Global citizens” will bring together 40 young people from 8 European countries to discuss and reflect together about the global challenges and global issues. Youth in the World is one of the eight priority fields of  the new EU Youth Strategy. The project will make young people more sensitive to selected global challenges like environmental problems and climate change, poverty and social exclusion, human rights, intercultural dialogue, etc. 

Young people will discover these topics through simulation games, excercises, activities for interaction with local community, discussions in small groups, plenary sessions, concrete actions workshops, etc. These topics require not only formal knowledge, but also the reflection about values and attitudes. That is why the non-formal education needs to be used. Young people will reflect on what they can do in their every day life to behave more responsibly and to inspire also their local community to change their way of life. We will also present young people the Youth in Action programme and motivate them to organise their own projects on local or international level to support global development. After young people come back home, they should act as multipliers of their newly acquired knowledge and experience.
Venue:

We will be accomodated at Youlbury Scout Centre, which is close to Oxford. Kitchen and activity room are in the youth centre aswell. The accomodation is simple,  surrounded by nice nature. The rooms will be shared in international groups.

No alcoholic drinks will be allowed on the place, apart from Intercultural dinner.

Important reminder:

As this is a youth project with an educational dimension financed by the European Union, alcohol is prohibited during the whole stay in the Czech Republic. The philosophy of the project is to bring together active young people to make them participate and we believe that you will appreciate the possibility to participate in this interesting project and you will respect the rule. 

If you have some special needs for food (vegetarian, etc.), please, inform us about it beforehand. We can provide you with just “with/without meat” vegetarian food, but if you have some very complicated diet, or as a vegetarian you would like to have some special ingredients, we would appreciate if you could take the food that you need with you.
Transportation:

Please, inform us as soon as possible how the representatives of your organisations are going to get to the place, at what time and where will they arrive (registration form)
It is important to keep the arrival and departure dates. DO NOT buy out the ticket before you get confirmation from the organisers to do it. It is important to keep the arrival and departure dates (see above).
The best way is to come to any London airport and then come to Oxford by bus (company: National express, www.nationalexpress.co.uk – you can buy the tickets online). 
Remember that you must choose the cheapest possibility for your means of transport! We recommend to use low cost airlines, as they are much cheaper comparing to the others. 

It is important that you let us know before buying flight tickets, so we can see if this is the best choice.

Very important is that you KEEP ALL THE BILLS, TICKETS AND BOARDING PASSES from your travel, so that we will be able to reimburse you the costs.

Money:

· There is a participation fee of 30 euros that will be charged from every participant of the exchange. This fee is obligatory. It will also give the right to become an official member of the “Together” network.

· 70% of your travelling costs will be reimbursed on the condition that the person participates during the whole exchange (!!!) and that the person has all the bills, tickets and boarding passes (when travelling by a plane) to present to us

· Remember to buy all the travel tickets (even for the way back) before you come because we can reimburse you only on the basis of the tickets that you actually show us
· You must choose the cheapest way.

· 100% of costs of simple accommodation and basic food is covered by “Together”
